Melissa also serves as a trustee of the NJ Vietnam Veterans Memorial Foundation, the Ocean
County Historical Society, the Monmouth County Historical Association, and Preservation NJ,
and works regularly with other public history organizations such as the Monmouth County Park
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System, Monmouth County Historical Commission, Middlesex County Office of Culture and
Heritage, and the National Guard Militia Museum of NJ.

Melissa notes, "l am passionate about protecting and promoting the natural and cultural
resources of our beautiful state, and delighted to be returning to Sandy Hook 20 years after my
internship there opened so many doors for me.”
